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Yokohama releases results of 2019 foreign resident survey
The City of Yokohama has published the results of a survey conducted to compile the perspectives and needs of its growing
foreign resident population into essential data for use in its municipal government and policymaking. Of the 5,000 foreign
residents polled, 1,764 (35.3%) submitted answers. The survey found that over 60% of respondents said they were satisfied
with their current day-to-day life, and over 70% indicated an interest in participating in local community activities.
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Yokohama receives donations of masks and disinfectant from Shanghai and Beijing

The City of Yokohama received a donation of 25,000 masks from Shanghai and 1000 bottles of disinfectant from Beijing to
assist with preventive measures for the novel coronavirus (COVID-19).
