Yokohama at HLPF side event on VLR and beyond GT:ALS
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Every year in July, the UN holds the High-Level Political Forum on Sustainable Development
(HLPF).

On July 11, Yokohama joined local governments from Barcelona, Buenos Aires, and other
cities and regions at a side event to the Forum, organized by the International Institute for
Sustainable Development (11SD) and the Institute for Global Environmental Strategies (IGES),
to explore “What Happens After the VLR?” Voluntary Local Reviews, or VLRs, allow cities to
assess local progress towards achieving the SDGs, and the Director of the Office of the City
of Yokohama Representative to the Americas spoke via video about the benefits of the VLR
on its urban initiatives and city-to-city cooperation programs, such as Y-PORT.

Yokohama engages in exchange and cooperation with eight sister
cities and many other friends and partners around the world.

To introduce this global network to a wider audience, as well as to
publicize Yokohama'’s bid to host the 9th Tokyo International
Conference for African Development (TICAD9) and celebrate 50
years of friendship city relations with Shanghai, China, a special
exhibit opened at the Yokohama City Central Library from July 19
through August 20.

Visitors will have an opportunity to explore the art and culture of
countries of Africa as well as Shanghai from diverse perspectives,
and a series of panels will introduce exchange and collaboration
between Yokohama and both regions.

Reflecting on Hiroshima and Nagasaki bombs

August 2023 marks 78 years since the atom bombs descended on
Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The intense heat, blast wave, and radiation
from the first detonation inflicted extensive damage, and about 140
thousand people, nearly 40% of Hiroshima’s population at the time,
are said to have died from the bomb or its aftereffects, while the
second bomb caused the deaths of 70 thousand, nearly 30% of the
population of Nagasaki.

In May of this year, the G7 Hiroshima Summit convened in Japan,
which has experienced the horror of the atomic bomb, and presented
a “Hiroshima Vision” of a world marked by a lasting peace free of
nuclear weapons. Still, the Russian invasion of Ukraine has raised the
threat of nuclear weapons to new levels.

In addition to attending the Hiroshima Peace Memorial Ceremony,
Yokohama advocates for the abolition of nuclear weapons and works
to help achieve world peace.

Yokohama'’s proposal to secure the nomination emphasized its accomplishments as a global MICE city and host to three previous TICAD events,
the connections shared with African countries steadily cultivated through exchange events growing out of TICAD IV, and its support for initiatives
to help solve urban development issues related to waterworks and waste management in African cities.
